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Inside This Edition: 

Dear Friends, 

  After a long, hot summer, and a damp beginning to the fall, 

things are gearing up at Grace Church for the program year and for the 

next steps regarding the search process for a new Rector. 

 First, a few notes about special services and observances taking 

place in October: On Sunday, October 2, we will celebrate the feast 

day of St. Francis with the Blessing of the Animals at the 10:30 a.m. 

service. Animals and their people are invited to worship together 

(please have your pets appropriately restrained or crated), recognizing 

the great blessings our animals provide to us. On Sunday, October 9, 

there will be a presentation by the wardens and Vestry at both services 

regarding the options we need to consider as we prepare for the search. 

Following the second service, there will be a pot-luck lunch and time to 

reflect together in conversation about how we will proceed. On 

Sunday, Oct. 16, and the next two Sundays after, we will focus on our 

fall pledge campaign, and reflect on how we respond to God in 

gratitude for Godôs many gifts, on the ministry of Grace Church and 

how we ñgive backò to God, on the financial picture of the parish at 

present, and what we need to build for the future. 

 Undoubtedly, there are questions about where things stand with 

our search for a new Rector. To answer some of those questions: the 

parish profile is almost complete (and will be available for your review 

Oct. 9) and will need Standing Committee approval before it is attached 

to our website and put into general circulation to deployment officers. 

Additionally, we are in the process of filling out the ñCommunity 

Profile,ò which is a narrative document that will go into the national 

Episcopal Church database and will be available to clergy in search of a 

new position. It replaces the old form that was divided into ministry

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specialties and categories. Additionally, Grace Church will be presented to deployment officers 

from the Northeast, Midwest, and Mid-Atlantic at the Transition Ministry Conference the week of 

Sept. 19. The Rev. Gary Rowe, Canon to the Ordinary, will have preliminary information about us 

to share with his deployment colleagues. 

 All this being said, it is clear that the search this time will be different than the process that 

brought Anna Waid to Grace Church in 1999. A great deal has changed in the last twelve years and 

will have an impact on this go-round. The economic downturn that began in 2008 has affected 

people in all walks of life, and along with less interest in organized religion, many parishes have 

experienced a slow and steady decline. This has been true for Grace Church, and our attendance, 

activity, and finances have called our ability to hire a full-time Rector into question. We are 

currently operating at a deficit, and that is with a Ĳ time Interim Rector. This situation will need to 

improve over the long term in order to call someone full-time. The Finance Committee is working 

hard to determine what will be sustainable, with ultimate sanction for our options coming from the 

Diocese. The Vestry discussed this situation in detail at its September meeting, and there will be a 

presentation about our status on October 9 at both services. The wardens and several Vestry 

members will be available in the Memorial Room to listen to your feedback and suggestions after 

the early service, and after the second service there will be opportunity for conversation during a 

pot-luck lunch. With input from the congregation, and after the fall pledge campaign, the Vestry 

will determine the next steps. When our options are clear, we will send the parish profile to the 

Standing Committee for its approval, and submit the Community Profile to the national church. It 

is important that as many as possible review the particulars of the wardensô report, so if you are 

unable to attend on Oct. 9, copies of the presentation will be available. 

 Needless to say, it will take a great deal of thoughtfulness and discernment as we look 

toward the near future. I ask for your patience, your ideas, and your participation in these important 

deliberations. Iôm pleased with the work we have accomplished thus far in working on our mission 

and goals, and ask your prayerful consideration as we seek how we will best fulfill our aspirations 

for mission and ministry at Grace Church.

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June, 2011: 

¶ Finance Report: Bruce reported that income and expenditures are at expected levels at 

this time, and in line with the 2011 budget. 

¶ Discussion and then a motion made regarding a monthôs pay and benefits for the Interim 

Rector in lieu of sabbatical, per year served, and provided at the end of the interim. The 

motion was carried. 

¶ Discussion was held as to what the parish can afford for the package that will be offered 

to the next Rector. Several factors are involved, including the category of the church, 

Diocesan standards, and the Rectory. Various options were discussed, including full or 

part time, whether we might share a priest with another parish in the Hundred, and the 

need for the candidate to have experience in congregational development.  

¶ Development of the Parish Profile was discussed. 

¶ Staffing the Blue Rocks Concession Stand fundraiser was discussed, with more 

volunteers needed. 

¶ Summer services at 9 a.m. each Sunday will commence June 19. There will be some 

ñquietò services, without music, when Mark is on vacation. 

 

July, 2011: 

¶ Pat Diamond from the Property Committee reported on the issue of replacing the Chapel 

roof. He obtained six different bids, and in working with Jim Batson, a structural 

engineer and member of the A & D committee of the Diocese, determined that the best 

company for the job in terms of the price and work would be All American Roofing, 

which guarantees the job for 50 years and will re-line the gutters to maintain the 

historical appearance of the Chapel. Snow guards will also be installed. The Vestry 

approved All-American as the contractor for the job. Pat will be working with Bruce on 

the loan application to the Diocese to help fund the new roof. 

¶ Warden Paul Miles announced that Paula Hartzell would like to form a small group to 

work on the church web site, and perhaps re-vamp it. With the upcoming search, an 

attractive and accessible web site will be crucial. 

¶ Cathy Diamond asked for approval for a flea market to be held on Sept. 17, which was 

given. She also asked about having a parish brochure to give to parents of children 

attending the VBS program. Paul said he would work on something. 

¶ Sandy Tonjes suggested a date for a fall picnic to be combined with a ministry fair. 

¶ Following the meeting, the Transition Committee joined the Vestry to work on the 

search criteria and qualities the parish would be looking for in the next Rector.

Vestry Briefs . . . June, July, Aug Meetings  
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August, 2011 

¶ A Property report was presented by Cathy Diamond. Marti Foley will be asked to contact 

Applebaum Realty regarding the rental of the Rectory and whether there has been restitution 

from the previous tenant. For the Chapel roof replacement, an application has been made to 

the Diocese for funding that would be half loan and half grant. Payments would begin after 

the loan is paid off for the church sign in March, 2012. 

¶ Discussion was held as to whether or not to have church on Sunday with the approach of 

Hurricane Irene. Due to the dire predictions, unless there was a substantial change in the 

track of the storm, the decision was made to cancel church. 

¶ Cathy Diamond reported from the Cemetery Committee regarding advertising for the selling 

of cemetery plots. Further discussion by the Cemetery Committee is needed. 

¶ The upcoming Flea Market was discussed, and it was approved that the profit from the Flea 

Market will go to the General Fund of the church, with 10% of that amount to outreach. 

Profits from the Book Sale will go to the J2A program. 

¶ The fall stewardship program was discussed. Volunteers will be needed to organize that 

effort. Commitment Sunday will be All Saintsô Sunday, Nov. 6. 

¶ The Vestry was given ñhomeworkò for the next meeting, which is to answer the questions 

on the ñCommunity Profileò that will be sent to the national church to be placed in its 

database for the upcoming search. 

¶ The draft Parish Profile was reviewed, with the completion of the segments ñOur Values 

and Goals,ò ñSearch Criteria,ò ñQualities Desired in the Next Rector,ò and a description of 

the Wilmington area. The financial portion is still needed, and is being worked on by the

Property Committee News . . . . 
 

After much consideration, the Property Commission has selected a roof-

ing bid for the Chapel roof.  The company is All American Roofing and 

the estimate is approximately $30,000.  The work is to begin in October.  

Our church received a $10,000 grant from the diocese and a $20,000 

low-interest loan.  Part of this loan is in the form of a Challenge Grant ï 

in which the diocese will pay $1 for every $2 we put in.  In the near  

future, you will see a replica of a roof and you will be able to purchase shingles for the 

roof at a cost of $50 per shingle.  Remember, for every $50 shingle you purchase, the 

Diocese will add $25 toward paying off the loan.  The deadline for the Challenge Grant 

is June of 2012.  The purpose for the Challenge Grant is that the Diocese wants to see 

interest and participation on our part as a church family.  You will be hearing more 

about this.  Any questions can be directed to Pat Diamond. 

The September 17th Flea Market was a big success.   

Our total profit was $2,530.  From that, $273 from the sale of books will go 

to J2A and Rite 13.  And, FYI, the bake sale made $211 and the food depart-

ment made $388 (after taking out expenses).  10 % of the total proceeds will 

go toward outreach.  Iôd say we had a good day !!!

     I wanted to share with you this month the work of one of our vestry 

members, Felix Fernandez who has taken our new Vision and our Mission 

statements and attempted to reconcile it with all of the activities of our 

congregation.
